As Group CFO of CapitaLand, Mr Lim was named CFO of the Year (for firms with a market 

capitalisation of S$500 million and above) in the Business Times Singapore Corporate 

Awards 2007. 
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Mr Lim holds a First Class Honours degree in Civil Engineering from the Imperial College of 

Science, Technology and Medicine in the United Kingdom. 

 

Mr Lim is not new to Raffles, having served as an Independent Director for the Group 

between 2009 and 2013.
